The Start of the Primitive Baptist

Ministry i n India - Part 1

(Elder Zack Gues3 met Brother Guna (A.
I Gunasekaran) through Sister Lea Bennett, a

member of the Primitive Baptist Church at Ripley,
Mississippi. Several months ago [early 20 00-Ed.]
Sider Leacaled me and told me that she wanted me
to pray abo ut something. About a ye ar previous to
this she had gone to a Missbnary Baptist Church at
the invitation of a frien d to m eet a man from India
who w as a preacher and wh o ran a small orphanage.
Sister Leawas so impressed with his work that she
and her husband, Brother Tommy began to send
money to help support the work of the orphanage.

After about a year Brother Guna came backto Ripley
to visit the church that had sponsored him. He spent
a good deal of time with th e Bennetts. Sister Lea felt
impressedto give him a copy of a book that | had
written, Undeniable Doctrinal Truths That Primitive
Baptists Beleve. This book is a series of lessons on
the doctrines of grace. Siger Lea wanted Brother
Guna to read the book when he got back to India so
that it could serve asa basisof study as they
exchanged letters. She hoped that someday he
would see the truth of the doctrines of grace.

| faithfully prayed abo ut this and abo ut a week later,
Sister Lea called me again. She was very excited.
Shortly after she had gotten off the phone with me a
week earlier, Guna had walked into the Be nnett's
plumbing business. Sister Lea gave him the book and
told him to read it and that they would use it as a
basis of correspondence. To her surprise, Guna
began to read it right then. Sister Leawent about her
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work and several hours later Guna was sill reading.
He kept nod ding his head and saying under his
breath, "This is good! This is Bibical" Before a week
had passed,he had read the entire book and had
looked up all the numerous Scriptural references. He
wanted to meet me. The Bennetts graciously invited
my dear wife, Judy, and myself to have dinner with
them and with Brother Guna. | was very impressed
with his friendliness, hisobvious knowledge of the
Scriptures, and his dedication to the cau se of Christ.
With his good know ledge of English, he could easily
get a good job in India and obtain a much higher
standard of living. However, he refuses to leave the
Christians he is sewing and his work with the
orphans.

As Guna spentmore time with the Bennetts he met
other Primitive Baptists. He met Elder Hassell Wallis
a great man of God and my father in the ministry.

He met Elder Herb Hatfield. He discussed many
things with them . Guna expressed his desire to
become a Primitive Baptist to Sister Lea. She told
him that there was a lot more involved in being a
Primitive Baptist beddes using the name. Guna
wanted to see me again. Sister Lea brought him to
Memphis and we went to m y office and began to
talk. | tried to explain to him what Primitive Baptists
were all about. He listened carefully. Sometimes his
eyes would light up and he would respond. On one
occasion he suddenly sat up and exclaimed, "Yes, |
see! It is true that there are no mission boards in the
New Testament! The work of spre ading the go spel is
carried on by local churches!

"Yes! It is true that there are no Bible Collegesor
seminaries in the New Testament! The Biblcal
pattern is that older preachers teach the younger
ones. The Primitive Baptigs are right about this,
too!"

The time soon came for Guna to g o back to India. |
thought that the least | could do was to go to the
airport and see him off. Whe n | arrived at the a irport
here came Guna down the hall with three Missionary
Baptists with him, including the pastor of the
sponsoring church. | could tell that they were not
glad to seeme, eventhough they treated me
politely. | prayed for the Lord to get rid of them, so
that | could talk to Guna. Shortly after this, the
pastor looked at his watch an d said, "Well, | hate to
leave, but I've gotto g o to Tupelo to see someone in
the hospital." They left and Guna and | had a good
talk. Just before it was time for him to get on the
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plane | asked for him to pray. Guna bowed his head
and prayed, "Lord, please snd Brother Zack, Brother
Herb Hatfield, and Sister Lea to India. Let Brother
Zack and Brother Herb preach the go spel to us." | felt
like a bolt of electricity had gone through me and |
remember what | th ought. | th ought, "O h, shoot, |
am going to hav e to go to India."

Charity...Quffereth Long, and is Kind 1 Cor.
13:4a

being alone, love th at has no action is
not charity. The Biblical definition of
charity can be defined by Christ's w ords to His
discples in John 15:13, "Greater love hath no man
than this, th at a man lay dow n his life for his frien ds."
Self-sacrifce is the true expression of charity.

Just as faith without works isdead

The Apostle Paulwrote to the church at Corinth about
"a more excelent way" to worship the Lord (1 Cor.
12:31). He stated that charity should be the focal
point of our religious practice. Jesus gaw a similar
commandment when He sad,

"...Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart,
and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This is
the first and great commandment. And the second is
like unto it, Th ou shalt lov e thy neig hbour as thyself.”
(Matt. 22:37-39)

Since the Lord is not physically presenthere with us,
we must serve othersin order to serve Him.

The first point t hat Paul makes is charity is
longsuffering and kind. Longsuffering is a word that
we do not use very often; bu t Strong's Dictionary
says it simply means to be patient with others,
especially concerning their faults and o ffenses toward
you. We are to be slow to anger against those in the
church and anyone with which we come in contact.
Longsuffering comes from two Greek words: makros -
far off; and thumos - wrath. The word literally means
to remain a far distance from wrath. This meansthat
we are not to be easily offended. We should not
"wear our feelings on our sleeves! However, if we do
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have a problem or have been injured by a brother,
we should not instantly seek revenge or become
angry. We should patiently wait for them to change.

In being patien t, Paul also tells us to be kind. We are
not to brood in our anger nor explode in wrath when
finally given the opportunity to speak out in our
injury. We are to be mild-tem pered and pleasant.
The Greek root word for kind is chraomai which
means to make use of a thing. We are to make
ourselves useful in being patient. W e are not very
manageable for recondliation when we have our
feelings all "out of wha ck." Paul means that we are to
be willing to bend over badkward in patiencein order
to keep our b rother. We m ay think that is a pretty

tall ord er to fill. W e sometime s might feel,

"Some things are easy to overlook in charity, but
sometimes people jug go too far! How longsuffering
in charity should | be?"

Jesus say that we are to forgive our brother 7 times
70 times (Matt. 18:22). We should be willing and
should forgive an offense 490 times! When you get
offended, don't start counting an d waiting. W e are
also taught to live day by day (Matt. 6:34), so that
would mean 490 times per day!

Before we reject this command, let us consider what
God through Christ Jesus has dme for us. How
longsuffering and kind has God been to you despite
all your failures?l know for certain that God has
been truly merciful to me in this regard. And let us
not forget how Jesus taught this leson of true
charity. If you are one of God's elect, He laid down
His lfe for YOU. You areHis friend.

This principal will work when there are differences
between churches, between members, between
families, between neighbors, and even between
strangers. Why will it work so well in any given
situation? It will work because it is the Lord's soltion
to the p roblem. He bro ke down th e great gulf
between His children and Himself with love. We can
break down the walls blocking any of our
relationships with the same active love - charity.

May the grace of our Lord JesusChrist be with you
all.
